Paul, in his writings, speaks about 
three men — the n a t u r a l man, 
the c a r n a l man, and the s p i r i t u a l 
man. 

f 
\,he 'natural' man is one 

who has not passed out of death 
into l i fe . He has not been born 
again. He has never been r e ­
created. He has not become a 
new creature in Christ Jesus. 

The 'carnal ' man is a new 
creature. He is born again. 
But—he has not developed or 
grown. This carnal man may 
stay in this condition all his 
life long. He may never develop 
beyond the babyhood state of 
the new creation. He is governed 
by his body, by his physical 
senses, rather than by his 
spiri t . 

The 'spiritual ' man is the 
bel iever who has developed in 
divine things. His spiri t has 
gained the ascendancy over his 
mind, his intellectual p roce s ­
ses . His spirit has gained the 
ascendancy over his body, his 
physical senses. God governs 
him through the Word . 

THE N A T U R A L M A N 

I CORINTHIANS 2:14 
14 But the natural man receiveth not 
the things of the Spirit of God: for they 
are foolishness unto him: neither can he 
know them, because they are spiritually 
discerned. 

The natural man—who has 
not yet passed out of death 
into l i f e - - l i v e s in the kingdom 
of darkness. Satan is his god 
and father, his ruler . He can­
not r e c e i v e the things of the 
Spirit of God. He cannot under­
stand the Word of God—for it 
is spiri tually discerned. The 
natural man is the unspiritual 
physical man. His knowledge 
is r ece ived through the five 
senses. His mind is governed 
by his senses. He has only 
natural human knowledge, or 
sense knowledge. 

Ephesians 2:1-4 pictures him 
...as "walking according to the 
course of this wor ld" . . .as walk­
ing "according to the prince of 
the power of the air" . . .as ruled 
by "the spiri t that now worketh 
in the children of disobedience" 
...as doing "the des i res of the 

f lesh"—or, of the senses...as 
being "by nature" the child of 
wrath. 

That 's strong language! But, 
it descr ibes the man outside 
Christ . 

EPHESIANS 4:17-18 
17 This I say therefore, and testify in 
the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not 
as other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of 
their mind, 
18 Having the understanding darkened, 
being alienated from the life of God 
through the ignorance that is in them, 
because of the blindness of their heart: 

Natural men walk in sense 
knowledge only. Even in the 
scholastic world , they walk in 
the vanity of their minds. They 
are darkened in their under­
standing. Alienated from the 
Li fe of God, f i l led with their 
own knowledge, they are igno­
rant of spiritual things—without 
God--hopeless . 

But, thank God, there is a way 
out! There is a way to God! 
Man can come to God by the 
Lord Jesus Christ! Jesus said, 
" I am the Way. I am the Truth. 
I am the L i f e . "

NEW C R E A T U R E S 

The Babes 

I CORINTHIANS 3:1-3 
1 And I, brethren, could not speak unto 
you as unto spiritual, but a.s unto carnal, 
even as unto bates in Christ. 
2 I have fed you with milk, and not with 
meat: for hitherto ye were not aole to 
bear it, neither yet now are ye aiVle. 
3 For ye are yet carnal: for whereas 
there is among you envying, and strife, and 
divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk 
as men? 

The Greek word translated 
"carnal" here is rendered as 
"carnal" in some King James 
passages, and as "fleshly" in 
others. It descr ibes a man who 
is governed by his physical 
senses. His flesh dominates 
him. Though he is torn again 
and is a new creature--he walks 
after the order of natural men. 

Paul is writ ing here to born 
again, Spir i t - f i l led, b e l i e v e r s . 
Even to a church where all the 
gifts of the Spirit operate. " Y e 
come behind in no good gif t ," 
he wrote , bragging on them a 
little before starting to cor rec t 
them. ( I Cor . 1:7.) He said 
they didn't come behind inut ter-
ance—the utterance gifts . (See 
vs. 5.) We see that when we 
get over to where he did c o r ­
rect them, for they were all 
trying to talk in tongues at 
once. 

Yet , he said, " I could not 
speak unto you as unto sp i r i ­
tual (men) , but as unto carnal 
(men), even as unto babes." 
The carnal Christian, then, is 
a babe. 

Certain signs of their carnal 
state gave them away. "Fo r 
whereas there is among you 
envying, and strife, and d i v i ­
sions, are ye not carnal, and 
walk as men?" 

The world walks in envy, and 
strife, and division. That 's easy 
to see. And James said, "This 

wisdom descendeth not from 
above, but is earthly, sensual, 
devi l ish." Paul was tell ing the 
Corinthians that even though 
they had been born again, they 
were stil l walking as mere men, 
as common men, as natural men 
who had never been born again. 

They we re letting their flesh 
dominate them. One modern 
translation--instead of saying 
"you are carnal"—says "you 
are body ruled." That 's a good 
translation. In other words , the 
outward man--the body which 
is not yet redeemed—ruled. 
It should have been that the 
inward man--the man who is 
a new man in Christ with the 
Holy Ghost dwelling in h i m - -
ruled and dominated. 

Too often in Christians this 
is the case . The outward man 
dominates the inward. As long 
as he does, they remain babies 
and carnal . They wil l walk just 
as natural men walk. 

But notice that Paul said, " I 
fed you with milk . . . " He wanted 
to help these Corinthians to get 
to growing. 

God wants us to grow. The 
Bible says, " A s newborn babes, 
desi re the sincere milk of the 
word, that ye may grow there­
by" ( I Pe t . 2:2.) 

You cannot get out of the 
"carnal" state in any other way 
than to grow out of it . It is 
so important for Christians to 
outgrow this carnal stage and 
become spiritual. I bel ieve we 
want to. 

GROWING UP 

What is spirituality? Some 
think being spiritual would be 
exerc is ing a spiritual gift . But 
that couldn't be so. The Cor in ­
thians were carnal and babes 
and all the gifts of the Spirit 
operated in their church. That 
isn't what makes you grow. 

W H A T MAKES YOU GROW 
IS IN THE WORD. The sincere 

milk of the Word wil l help you 
grow out of the babyhood stage. 

EPHESIANS 4:13-15 
13 Till we all come in the unity of 
the faith, and of the knowledge of the 
Son of God, unto a perfect (mature) 
man, unto the measure of the stature 
of the fulness of Christ: 
14 That we henceforth be no more chil­
dren, tossed to and fro, and carried about 
with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight 
of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby 
they lie in wait to deceive; 
15 But speaking the truth in love, may 
grow up into him in all things, which is 
the head, even Christ. 

This talks about "growing up." 
( V s . 15.) The word translated 
"knowledge" in ve r se 13 means 
"exact or full knowledge." What 
makes you grow into a mature 
full grown be l iever is exact and 
full knowledge of the Son of God. 
It is in the Word that we gain the 
full knowledge of Him. . .of what 
we are in Him. . .of God's great 
plan...of His kingdom and its 
laws. 

THE S P I R I T U A L W A L K 

The Corinthians had not learned 
the love law, nor the love walk. 
Jesus told His fo l lowers , " A n e w 
commandment I give unto you, 
That ye love one another" (Jn. 
13:34.) When you love one 
another, and walk in love , you 
won't walk in envy and str ife, 
jealousy and division. 

When you are spiritual you 
learn the love law, you learn 
the love walk. When we start 
walking in divine love, Chr i s ­
tian love , Bible love, the God 
kind of love- -not human love , 
human love is jealous and en­
vious—we stop being jealous. 
We stop strife and bitterness 
and backbiting. 

Backbiting, bitterness, j ea l ­
ousy, envy, etc. , are signs of 
underdevelopment on the part 
of the be l i eve r . 

What causes envy, str ife, d i ­
vision? It 's because people are 
sensitive and easi ly hurt, s e l ­
fish. And as long as you are 
selfish, sensit ive, and easi ly 
hurt, you are a babe in Christ . 

I didn't say you weren' t saved.

THE MINISTRY GIFTS Part 3

d o m e people would te l l us that 
the office of prophet has been 
done away with: that there we re 
prophets in the Old Testament, 
and in the New Testament, but 
there are none today. They say. 

But God 's Word te l ls us that 
when Jesus ascended on high, 
He gave gifts to men. (Eph. 4:8.) 
Then it names those ministry 
gifts: 

EPHESIANS 4:11 
11 And he gave some, apostles; and 
some, prophets; and some, evangelists; 
and some, pastors and teachers; 

For what purpose did He g ive 
them? 

EPHESIANS 4:12 
12 For the perfecting of the saints, for 
the work of the ministry, for the edifying 
of the body of Christ: 

For how long did He give them? 

EPHESIANS 4:13 
13 Till we all come in the unity of the 
faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of 
.God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure 
of the stature of the fulness of Christ: 

W e l l , we haven't a r r ived there 
yet . There fo re we must be l ieve 
these minis t r ies , these off ices , 
are stil l given to the church 
and in operation today. 

I CORINTHIANS 12:28 
28 And God hath set some in the church, 
first apostles, secondarily prophets, 
thirdly teachers.... 

Is there a New Testament 
church today? Thank God, there 
i s . And God has set in the 
church, f irst apostles, secon­

dar i ly prophets, thirdly teach­
e r s , e tc . Why would we bel ieve 
we sti l l have teachers, but no 
prophets? If w e ' v e got one, we 
should have the other. So the 
office st i l l ex is ts . 

W H A T CONSTITUTES A 
P R O P H E T ? 

C o m m e n t i n g on what the New 
Testament Greek says concern­
ing the prophet, an outstanding 
Greek scholar said: 

He speaks from the impulse of a sudden 
inspiration, from the light of a sudden 
revelation at the moment. The idea of 
speaking from sudden revelation seems 
here to be fundamental as relating either 
to future events or the mind of the Spirit 
in general. 

A prophet speaks by direct 
divine inspiration and i m m e ­
diate revelation—not something 
he thought of—but something 
given at the spur of the moment 
by sudden inspiration. 

A prophet has a call of God on 
his l ife to the ministry. He 
would be a p reache r ,o r teacher. 
The re are no prophets among 
what we cal l the laity. The 
prophet is a ministry gift . 

One might prophesy—but you 
are not a prophet just because 
you prophesy. 

T o prophesy is to speak unto 
men ". . . to edification, and ex ­
hortation, and comfort" ( I C o r . 
14:3). The Bible encourages all 
be l i eve r s to covet that simple 
Gift of Prophecy. ( I Cor . 14:5, 
39.) Ye t the answer to the 
question " A r e all prophets?" 

in I Corinthians 14:29 is ob­
viously no. 

At least two Revelation Gifts 
of the Spirit , plus the Gift of 
Prophecy are in operation in 
the prophet 's ministry. 

The Revelat ion Gifts of the 
Spirit a re : the Word of Know­
ledge, the Word of Wisdom, and 
the Discerning of Spiri ts . (See 
I Cor . 12.) 

I CORINTHIANS 12:29-30 
29 Let the prophets speak two or three, 
and let the other judge. 
30 If any thing be revealed to another 
that sitteth Toy, let the first hold his peace. 

This is not speaking of the 
preachers here . You wouldn't 
want two or three sermons. 
These are the prophets giving 
forth something given on the 
spur of the moment by sud­
den revelat ion. Notice how the 
prophet who has the immediate 
revelat ion is to speak forth. 

Notice that the word revealed 
is used. The prophet has two 
Revelation Gifts—at least two— 
plus Prophecy operating in his 
ministry to qualify him for the 
off ice . 

"How do you know?" some­
body asked. W e l l , I don't have 
chapter and v e r s e . But study­
ing the Old Testament prophets 
you see the Revelation Gifts 
operating in them. They were 
called seers because they would 
see and know things super-
naturally. 

When Jesus appeared to me 
in a vision in February 1958 
He talked to me for an hour 
and a half about the ministry 
of the prophet. He is the one. 
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who told me for one to stand 
in the office of prophet he 
would have to have at least 
two Revelation Gifts plus P r o ­
phecy. 

The two main Revelation Gifts 
manifested as the Spirit w i l l s 
through my ministry are the 
Word of Knowledge and D i s ­
cerning of Spiri ts . 

Shortly after I r ece ived the 
baptism of the Holy Ghost, the 
Word of Knowledge began to 
operate . 

T w o weeks later the pastor 
asked me to dismiss the s e r ­
vice with p rayer . When I shut 
my eyes—as if it ran off on a 
T V screen—I saw a person in 
the congregation, and saw what 
they'd done the previous night. 
God showed me to help them. 
I spoke out a few words and that 
person ran to the altar, prayed 
and repented, and everything 
was just fine. 

Many t imes as I preach I ' l l 
see people in the congregation. 
I know where they've been, what 
they've done, what they are 
thinking. I don't always do any­
thing about i t . Because the Lord 
doesn't tel l me to. If He does I 
do. If He doesn't I don't tel l a 
soul. I t 's not wise to tell e v e r y ­
thing. The reason some folks 
never have any ministry is the 
first t ime God told them s o m e ­
thing they blabbed it, so He ' s 
never told them anything since. 

But just because I had the 
Word of Knowledge in operation 
didn't make me a prophet. 

Anyone, as the Spirit w i l l s , 
might have a manifestation of 
the Word of Knowledge occa­
sionally. God may show them 
something. 

A prophet is one who has 
revelations and vis ions . 

I went along for a number of 
years with the manifestation of 
the Word of Knowledge to help 
people, to res tore folks, to find 
things that were lost. But then, 
in the last church I pastored, 
the Lord said to me quite plain­
ly, as I prayed one day, " I ' m 

going to take you on to r e v e l a ­
tions and vis ions ." 

Notice He didn't say visions 
and revela t ions . He put the r e v ­
elations f i rs t . 

In six months t ime I got so 
much revelat ion in line with the 
Word of God—seeing things I 'd 
never seen before—until I said 
to my wife , "What have I been 
preaching? I ' ve been so ignorant 
in the Word of God i t ' s a wonder 
the deacons didn't have to te l l 
me to get in out of the rain." 

Then—in 1950--the vis ions 
began to c o m e . I was holding a 
meeting in southern Oklahoma. 
The pastor and I were having 
a snack in the parsonage kit­
chen when his 11 year old 
daughter asked us to pray with 
her before she went to bed. 

Just as I knelt—I no more 
expected what happened to hap­
pen than I expected to be the 
first man on the moon—a white 
cloud enveloped m e . My eyes 
were wide open, but I couldn't 
see the s tove. I couldn't see 
the table. I couldn't see the 
pastor or his daughter. I was 
enveloped in the cloud. And 
suddenly, I saw standing about 
where the ce i l ing should be, 
Jesus! 

He taught me and talked to me 
about many things. Among other 
things He said, "What is known 
in my Word as Discerning of 
Spirits wi l l now operate in your 
l ife when you are in the Spirit ." 

W H A T IS 
DISCERNING OF SPIRITS? 

It is supernatural insight into 
the wor ld of spir i ts . Folks who 
only see demons and ev i l spiri ts 
don't have the genuine gif t . 
It i s seeing into the r ea lm of 
spir i ts . When God g ives you a 
vis ion, that's this gift in oper ­
ation. 

God is out there in the r ea lm 
of spi r i t s . Jesus is out there in 
the rea lm of spir i ts . Angels are 
there- -as are ev i l spir i ts . But 

there is much more to it than 
ev i l spir i ts . 

IN S U M M A T I O N 

The difference between the 
teacher and the prophet i s : the 
teacher speaks f rom a logical 
standpoint, to explain and teach 
the Word of God. Sometimes the 
prophet is not so logical even, 
from the mental standpoint, but 
under the inspiration of the m o ­
ment he appeals to our spir i ts . 

The difference between the 
prophet and the evangelist is 
s imi la r . 

The prophet is more sensi­
t ive to spiritual things. A s a 
preacher , he is more sensi­
t ive to the spiritual temperature 
and atmosphere of the congre ­
gation . 

Sometimes, the prophet does 
operate in the place of a f o r e ­
t e l l e r . T w o New Testament ex ­
amples involve Agabus the p ro ­
phet. (Ac t s 11:28; 21:10-11.) 

Ye t we need to sound some 
warning along this l ine. This 
only happens as the Spirit w i l l s . 
Sometimes people who have ac­
tually been called of God, an­
ointed and equipped by Him to 
stand in certain offices have 
thought, " I ' m obligated to per ­
fo rm." So when the Spirit is 
not in manifestation, they push 
and t ry to operate it—and get 
into a place most dangerous. 

W e ' r e not to seek guidance 
through these things. But God 
does show us things, as He 
wi l l s , to prepare us, to get 
us ready for the future. 

You don't just turn the minis­
t ry on and off as you please . 
I suppose because God uses peo­
ple somet imes with a personal 
message to somebody, they 
think they can give one to e v e r y ­
body. No! Those going around 
handing out personal messages 
and prophecies to everybody are 
in e r r o r and fanatacism, and 
in dire trouble. They are in 
the place where Satan can m i s ­
lead them. (Continued on next page) 



THE PROPHET 
There is an outbreak in our 

nation of occult powers . I 'm not 
so concerned about them indivi­
dually. They don't bother m e . 
But I r e a l i z e it could bother 
others. Some folks don't know 
the difference. We need to learn 
to recognize some of these 
things. The re are some who 
have developed their own sp i r i ­
tual nature and have extra sen­
sory perception in the psychic 
r ea lm . 

Some have famil iar spi r i t s . 
Famil iar spiri ts are ev i l sp i ­
r i t s . T h e y ' r e famil iar with you. 
They know about you. And they 
wil l te l l it to the one who is 
open to them. 

But, there ' s no use in being 
scared off because of ev i l spi­
r i ts and famil iar spi r i t s . God 
can top anything the devi l can 
do. Glory to God. L e t ' s have 
the rea l in manifestation. If 
we wi l l learn anything at all 
about the Spirit of God, and 
learn to be sensit ive to our 
spiri ts, w e ' l l not be taken in 
by these things. 

We should be open to God. 
And invite the Spirit of God to 
manifest Himsel f among us in 
the var ied and various min is ­

t r i e s . \ T # 
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WHAT MANNER OF MAN.. .? (Conclusion) 
I didn't say you wouldn't go to 
heaven. I said you were a babe 
in Christ—underdeveloped. 

THE B E L I E V E R ' S DIET 

T o grow you must have the 
right kind of diet . You must 
feed on the Word . You can't 
eat just anything and expect 
to grow, physically or spiritu­
al ly. 

What is the right diet? We 
know of course the entire Word 
of God wi l l help us. But par t i ­
cularly the New Testament. We 
l ive under this New Covenant. 
W e ' r e not under the Old C o v e ­
nant. Many things said back 
there don't apply to us. Many 
principles do apply to us. But 
other things don't—they apply 
to the Jews. 

Certain sections of the New 
Testament are given especia l ly 
for us- - for the church. Some 
of the New Testament is given 
not only for the benefit of Chr i s ­
tians and be l i evers , but also to 
the wor ld and sinners. The 
epis t les , however , are let ters 
written d i rec t ly to the church. 

As a Christian, a be l i ever , 
spend most of your time feeding 
on the ep i s t l e s - - f rom Paul 's 
let ters right through the let ters 
of Peter and John. I 've spent 
90% of my study of the Word of 
God here . I t 's the diet I 'm 
supposed to have. It 's the m e s ­
sage written to me . 

There are things here which 
can't be found any place e l s e . 
Paul unfolds the revelat ion of 
the mys te ry of our redemption 
in Christ . 

Let your diet consist mainly 
of the epist les written to the 
church. 

In particular, let it consist 
of I Corinthians 13. Digest it 
carefully. Get the Amplif ied 
translation of it. It amplifies 
this great love chapter for you. 

Indulge also in the Firs t Epis­
tle of John--all five chapters.

Ye t that nature must 
be fed in order to grow. 

I am convinced that if Chr is ­
tians would get into I Cor in­
thians 13 and I John, and l ive 
there for awhile--feeding there 
daily—it would be only a short 
while until they'd be so differ­
ent they would have to pinch 
themselves and ask, "Is this 
me?" 

It wouldn't be long till their 
homes would be so different 
it would be amazing. 

"Love . . . seeketh not her own" 
(I Cor . 13:5.) The babes, both 
in the natural and in the spi r i ­
tual, are always seeking their 
own. 

The baby is always crying, 
"Mother, Johnnie has my cart," 
or , "Mary has my doll ." Strife. 
Quarreling over its own. 

The quarrels in our homes, 
the d ivorces , ref lect the baby­
hood state of much of the church. 
Those who walk in love , who 
have matured in love and grown 
up wouldn't be acting this way. 
This babyhood condition in the 
church can be remedied only by 
the study, the feeding upon, the 
putting into practice of the Word 
of God.
